This is a Jurassic coast, so in fhe rocks
you can find fossils that are up fo 140 millon years old.There are fal, triking cifs that are made
from chalk. There i a steep path down o the beach. I is important fo sfck fo the path in dangerous
coustal areas lik fhis. On one side of the bay there is a huge, nafural arch made from Portiand
limestone. This arch has been created by the power of the sea frough coasial erosion. The arch is
approximately 20 mefres high.
