· What could the vulture say to itself as it lands on the tree and sees the fruits?
· Why do the meerkats all want to catch the fruit?
· What sports is represented in the clip?
· What could be the moral of the story?
· A group of meerkats is called a “mob”. What collective noun do we use for these animals?
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A verb to start a sentence.

E.g. Racing across the savanna, we could only think of one
thing: food.

An adverb to start a sentence.
E.g. Skilfully, we passed the fruit between us.

Try adding some short, snappy sentences to add
excitement.
E.g. He froze.

Tell the reader when something happened.
E.g. Moments later, an enormous shadow passed overhead
forcing us to run for cover

Use adjectives (describing words) to add interest.

E.g. The starving, calculated vulture landed upon the bare
branch, eyeing up the sweet, ripe fruit as it dangled
tantalisingly.

Use a simile to compare something in the story to
something else.

E.g. Like a well trained rugby team we rallied into
formation.

Make vocabulary swaps for smarter words.
E.g. We raf-sprinted across the grewnd scrubland.

Use repetition to keep the reader’s interest.

E.g. Our stomachs rumbled. Then the branches rumbled as
he landed. After that the ground rumbled as our tint feet
‘got to work.




Now, please think what the vulture and meerkats could say to each-other.
→ Write possible speech/dialogue into the speech-bubbles.
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Now, imagine to be one of the meerkats and it is retelling the events from its own perspective. This could be to other meerkats, its pups, a Scientist (if they speak Meerkat-language – What name could this language have?) or its diary (Did you know that meerkats can write?).
